Alex Ramsey inducted into the York County Soccer Hall of Fame Class of 2023 

Announced today by the YCSHOF Board, Alex Ramsey’s selection for induction into the York County Soccer Hall 
of Fame Class of 2023. The York County Soccer Hall of Fame will hold its annual dinner and induction 
ceremony August 31, 2023. 

Alex graduated from Rock Hill High School and enrolled at LSU in January 2010. She was a standout 
forward/midfielder and ranked the #14 player in the South Atlantic Region. She was a three-year member of 
the Region III ODP Team. She was also a five-year veteran on the South Carolina State ODP Team.  While at 
Rock Hill High School, she earned All-Area honors and was the team’s MVP. She was an honor student at 
RHHS, graduated with a 4.08 GPA, and was a member of the National Society. Also an Academic Letter 
recipient and winner of the Erskine Scholar Award. She also served as a youth soccer referee.  She played Club 
soccer for Charlotte Soccer Academy (CSA) and Carolina Elite Soccer Academy (CESA). She helped lead CESA to 
a pair of South Carolina Club State titles. 

Ramsey was a four-year letter winner with the Tigers.  She made 83 career appearances with 81 starts during 
her collegiate career in Baton Rouge. She ended her career tied for 5th with 81 starts and tied for 9th with 83 
games played on LSU’s All-Time career list. Alex was a standout in the classroom and earned three-straight 
selections to the SEC Academic Honor Roll. She majored in mass communication with a concentration in 
broadcast journalism. Alex was honored as the 2012 TAF Female Volunteer of the Year for her leadership in 
the Baton Rouge community. 

She displayed her talent as one of the top young defenders in the SEC and started all 21 matches for the Tigers 
her freshman season as a right back. Alex emerged as one of the premier left backs in the SEC with her 
performance as a sophomore. She helped the Tigers claim their forth SEC Western Division Championship and 
berth in the NCAA Tournament. Her junior season she started 19 of 21 matches. She made 12 of 13 starts in 
SEC matches that season. During her senior campaign Alex, cracked LSU’s starting 11 in all 20 matches. She 
saw action as a midfielder and left back.  She helped the Tigers open the season with three-straight clean 
sheets against Louisiana Tech, Louisiana-Monroe and TCU.  She also led the Tigers to a trio of 1-0 shutouts 
against Missouri, Rice and 13th Ranked Southern California at the Minnesota Gold Classic. 

The York County Soccer Hall of Fame will hold its annual dinner and induction ceremony Thursday, August 31, 
2023 at the Courtyard Marriott (Kingsley) in Ft. Mill, SC. Tickets are $55 per person and can be purchased 
online at www.yorkcountysoccerhof.com  Get your tickets today as past years have sold out.
